ACCOUNTING POLICY AND EXPLANATORY NOTES
TO THE Q1-2011 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
ACCOUNTING POLICY
Under Bulgarian effective accounting regulations, since the beginning of 2003, Stara Planina Hold Plc has been applying the International Financial Reporting Standards. These annual financial statements are prepared in accordance with the International Financial Reporting Standards, as they are approved by the European Union. The company applied the accounting policy, which it applied for the preparation of the financial statements for 2010 too.

At the time of presentation of these financial statements, the company has not prepared consolidated financial statements in accordance with the international accounting standards (IAS) for the company and its subsidiaries (collectively referred to as the “Group”) as it is required by IAS 27.
In the consolidated financial statements, the subsidiaries - enterprises in which the Group holds directly or indirectly more than half of the rights to vote or is able to exercise control of their activities in another way, will be fully consolidated.
To be able to gain a complete picture of the financial position, the results of the activity and changes in the financial position of the group as a whole, the users of these unconsolidated financial statements need to read it together with the consolidated financial statements of the group as soon as it is presented.
When organizing the accounting for business transactions, the company has complied with the fundamental principles laid down in Art 4 of the Accountancy Act and the requirements of the International Accounting Standards in the individual chart of accounts and the individual accounting policy of the enterprise. An individual chart of accounts is created for the organization of accounting. The finalization of accounts is made only at the end of the financial year, coinciding with the calendar year, in accordance with the Accounting Act. The annual financial statements are drawn up after the preparation of the annual tax return and the assessment of taxes due for the reported period. Then the final financial results of the company are found.
The accounting is carried out using specialized accounting software called Business Navigator.
NOTES ON THE STATEMENT OF FINANCIAL POSITION
Note 1
The tangible fixed assets must meet the criteria for tangible fixed assets under IAS 16. They are initially measured at acquisition cost, which includes the purchase price (including tariffs and non-refundable taxes and VAT without the right to tax credit) and all direct costs incurred to bring the asset ready for use (working) condition in accordance with its purpose. The company has set a threshold of significance for 2011 in the amount of 700 BGN.
After initial recognition, each tangible fixed asset acquired by the enterprise is evaluated by applying the recommended approach, regulated by IAS 16, i.e. at acquisition cost less the accrued depreciation and the accumulated impairment losses. At the date of the report, the company has not found any indication of impairment of tangible fixed assets and this is not done. The depreciation of tangible fixed assets is accrued by consistently applying the straight-line method. The following rules are applied for groups of assets which the company owns: Fixtures and fittings: 15% Computers: 50%.
Note 2
The participation of Stara Planina Hold Plc in subsidiaries and associated companies is reported in accordance with the provisions and requirements of IAS 27 Consolidated and Separate Financial Statements and IAS 28 Investments in Associates.
An enterprise is classified as a subsidiary, if Stara Planina Hold Plc holds more than 50 percent of the shares or the capital shares with the right to vote.
An enterprise is classified as an associate, if Stara Planina Hold Plc holds from 20 to 50 percent of the shares or the capital shares with the right to vote.
Investments in subsidiaries and associates are accounted for and presented by the method of acquisition cost. Under the accounting policy of the company, the choice of this method is effective as of 01.01.2006.

Allocated dividends are recorded as income in the profit and loss account.
The data about the current period of subsidiaries and associated companies in terms of name, registered office, investment amount, fair value of listed marketable shares and percentage share are presented in a separate statement to the financial statements.
Note 3
The book entry Investments in other companies presents long-term contribution to the capital of enterprises, which rate of contribution is less than 20 percent. The contributions are originally recorded at acquisition cost and are classified as financial assets available for sale. Currently, there is only one company - Leasing Company Jsc, whose shares are not traded on the BSE and the revaluation is not carried out due to the lack of reliable information about the price.
The data at the end of the current period in terms of name, registered office and investment amount and percentage share are presented in a separate statement to the financial statements.
Note 4
The book entry Long-term receivables include:
- An additional cash contributions paid to Forsan Bulgaria Ltd – BGN 24,000
- A loan granted to: Fazan Plc – BGN 500,000 
The receivables are recorded in the nominal value at the time of occurrence. At the end of the reporting period, there is no evidence of impairment of receivables and such is not done.
Note 5
The amount of BGN 680,000 in the book entry Long-term receivables from trade loans is formed by long-term loans granted to Leasing Company Jsc – at the amount of BGN 500,000 and Fazan-I Ltd – BGN 180,000.
Note 6
The book entry Receivables from related parties lists all outstanding balances with related persons. The receivables are recorded in the nominal value at the time of occurrence. At the end of the reporting period, there is no evidence of impairment of receivables and such is not done.
Scope and nature of estimates:
The amount of the outstanding estimated to 31.03.2011 is formed by the receivables accrued and unpaid dividends in the amount of BGN 172,000 by the following companies:
Hydraulic Elements & Systems Plc - BGN 131,000
Fazan Plc - BGN 24,000 

Patstroy Engineering Jsc - BGN 17,000 
And loans granted in the amount of BGN 730 thousand to:
Bulgarian Rose Plc - BGN 50,000 
Patstroy Engineering Jsc - BGN 500,000
Fazan Plc - BGN 180,000
And interest on these loans in the amount of BGN 203,000.
Note 7
The sum of BGN 750,000 in the book entry Receivables from granted trade loans is formed by short-term loans granted to the Leasing Company Jsc – BGN 600,000 and Fazan-I Ltd – BGN 150,000.
Note 8
The book entry Other receivables lists receivables from interest on granted commercial loans in the amount of BGN 115,000.
Note 9
The financial assets are purchased shares of a mutual fund - BenchMark Fund-6 Money. They were classified as assets held for trading and were revalued as of 31.03.2011.
Note 10
Cash in BGN is valued at its nominal value. Foreign currency transactions are recorded in BGN and foreign currency in its initial accounting coverage. The central exchange rate applicable at the date of the transaction is recorded to the amount in foreign currency. Cash in foreign currency is revaluated according to the adopted accounting policy on a quarterly basis at the exchange rate of the Bulgarian National Bank. Cash in foreign currency for current use is measured at the central rate on the day of transaction. Exchange rate differences arising on payment are recorded as financial expense or income in the period they incurred.
As of 31.03.2011 the available cash in the treasury of the company is 2 thousand BGN. In bank accounts, the company has the following amounts: a current account in BGN -149 thousand BGN; a current account in USD - 1 thousand BGN, a deposit account - 714 thousand BGN.
Note 11
The book entry Prepaid expenses lists prepaid subscriptions to publications and medical care for 2011 in the total amount of 6 thousand BGN.
Note 12
According to the data obtained from the Central Depository AD, as of 31 March 2011 Stara Planina Hold Plc has 24 017 shareholders, of which 23 912 physical persons and 105 legal persons. Physical persons hold 42.77% of the company’s capital and legal persons - 57.23%.
Note 13
Stara Planina Hold Plc has 221 265 own shares, representing 1.05% of the capital of the holding.
Note 14
The book entry Reserves presents general reserves, resulting from a distribution of profits in periods and derecognition of liabilities for payment of dividend barred as follows:

The profit for 2010 in the amount of BGN 550,000 is not distributed yet.

The net financial result for the current period is a loss of BGN - 82,000.
Note 16
The book entry Liabilities for dividends presents liabilities to shareholders - physical and legal persons - for payment of dividends for the period 2005 - 2009, a total of BGN 376,000.
Note 17
The book entry Liabilities for received deposits presents deposits received from HES Plc in the amount of BGN 500,000, Slavyana Jsc - BGN 320,000 and accrued interest thereon in the amount of 19 thousand BGN.
Note 18
The book entry Payables to employees presents accrued unused annual leave of staff and outstanding contributions on them.
Note 19
In 2008 Stara Planina Hold Plc became a joint debtor under a contract with Leasing Company Jsc with Raiffeisenbank - Bulgaria for a bank loan of EUR 2,200 thousand. Therefore contingent liabilities are taken into account, which amount to BGN 2,370 thousand to the current reporting period.
NOTES ON THE STATEMENT OF COMPREHENSIVE INCOME
Note 20
The income from investment operations is from revaluation of shares in the amount of BGN 4,000 (shares in a mutual fund - BenchMark Fund-6 Money).
Note 21
Interest income and expense is allocated as follows:
- Interest income on loans BGN 51,000
- Interest income on deposits BGN 3,000 
- Interest expenses on deposits received - BGN (-12,000)
Note 22
The costs for materials in the amount of 2 thousand BGN with VAT are for the purchase of stationery, office equipment supplies, sanitary materials and specialized literature.
Services: subscriptions to periodicals, network support and Internet access, technical services related to maintenance of equipment, publications in mass media, charges of government institutions, commissions, payment of dividends, rent, other services related to the maintenance of the office. For the current period, they are worth BGN 10,000 with VAT.
The costs for salaries of management and employees appointed under employment contracts in the reporting period are in the amount of BGN 101,000, of which BGN 78,000 for the managerial bodies and BGN 23,000 for the employees appointed under employment contracts. On the paid sums, Stara Planina Hold Plc accrued charges for contributions to public social security funds, health insurance, additional pensions and Fund securing receivables of employees in the amount of BGN 6,000.

The book entry Others from the operating expenses reports a total of BGN 9,000 including: social and entertainment expenses for the business – 1,000; medical costs – 1,000, business trips abroad – 2 000, membership fees – 3,000 (the Union of Economists in Bulgaria – 2,000, the Bulgarian-Russian Chamber of Commerce – 1,000) and 2,000 - Donation of the Association of Bulgarian writers.
