1.1 Legal status

The company is managed and represented by
Alkiviadis Gounaris.

Mayfair Group plc AD (the Company) is a joint
venture with a 100% privately owned, one-tier
management and Board of Directors is composed of:
Alkiviadis Gounaris — Executive Director, Stavros
Broustas and Theodoros Chrysis.

The basic activity of the company is concentrated in
import, export and trade in products, cosmetics,
essential oils, Perfumery products, advertising and
marketing, commercial representation, mediation; as
well as any other activity.
